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Catalyst Users: 
FIRST you must schedule a session in the 1CapApp dashboard. If you do not own the 1CapApp account tell the company you are working for they MUST schedule a session with your user/pass assigned to the account.
To connect your CAT system to our server and the session you MUST download our FREE connector, 1Connect.  Download it on your computer that also has your realtime CAT software.

Configure 1Connect:
· Enter “YOUR” Username and Password you are assigned in the 1CapApp dashboard (must have correct user/pass assigned to you or you will get a Com Port error)

· Server: Choose 1CapApp US

· Secure connection: checkmark

· Select a Com Port and write it down. This Com Port must match your output in your CAT software.

· Click Connect

· If you don’t have an event to connect to, it will tell you that you don’t have an event scheduled.

CASE CATALYST
Now start a realtime file in Catalyst.   
MOST IMPORTANT:   If you don't select ASCII/ANSI, you will not be able to connect.
· Click Output to ASCII/ANSI.     (This is the step that people forget and it’s so necessary)
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· Click the Options tab      (Bottom Left Corner)
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The Options screen appears:
· click ASCII/ANSI tab.   
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· Checkmark Output over com port.  
· Select only one Com port.

· IMPORTANT that you select the COM Port you selected when you configured the connector, 1Connect.
· Direct should be checked.  
· Normal settings:  

· hold strokes at 9 and 1  (this could vary depending on your writing style)
· Longest match plus is not checked.  
· Output to file is not checked.  
Click Okay.
Click Okay.

Start writing and you should be able to see your text in the 1CapApp view page. REMEMBER you MUST STOP your session when it is done or costs will be incurred by you or the company you work for.
Other common view settings for the Catalyst screen display:

· View set to Normal 
· under Display 
· Display Font checked.  
· Font is set to Arial and Bold.  
· Under Show I have Double Space in Normal View checked.  
· Under Zoom I have Fit Page checked.  
· **Remember, this is just a view for you.  It doesn't change the margins, etc.

Go into 1CapApp and Stop event when finished with job.

BCS Users:
** BCS Users will follow the same settings as above for setting up Serial IP 

or 1Connect ***
Another version from another CASE writer that might be helpful for BCS
· Go into BCS to start a session.
· Click “New Profile” if you don’t have any profiles previously set up.  If you have profiles already set up, click “Clone Profile.”  
· If you currently use another provider just choose that profile to clone.
· When you choose either one, it will take you to the next screen.  
· With “New Profile” you start from scratch and name the profile, 1CapApp.  
· If you do “Clone Profile” you name the profile (1CapApp) and then it takes you to the next screen which has check marks on everything.  
· Uncheck “Connections.”  
· Hit Next or return.
· Go to the Connection tab and put in ANSII and direct connection  
· Then go down to COM port at the bottom and do the pull down and it will show what COM ports you can choose.  
· If you don’t uncheck the “Connections” when cloning the profile, it won’t give you enough COM port choices so go back and uncheck the “Connections” if you need to.
· Pick a COM port that works with 1CapApp – then save it. 

· If you are doing “New Profile” you have to set up dictionaries, etc., so Clone Profile is easier.

This might be helpful, too.  

Catalyst/BCS automatically checks all caps in the profile.  So when creating profile when you are in the screen after you name the profile, there are tabs (One is the connection tab) there is also a tab “Caption Styles.”  Go into that and there’s a box checked that says “Capitalize All Text.”  Uncheck it, and it will stay unchecked for that profile so it will be in mixed case.
